Transfer-Encoding  differs slightly from the Content-Encoding you ask for with CUR-
LOPT_ACCEPT_ENCODING(3) in that a Transfer-Encoding is strictly meant to be for the transfer and
thus MUST be decoded before the data arrives in the client. Traditionally, Transfer-Encoding has been
much less used and supported by both HTTP clients and HTTP servers.
